The challenges of live television are magnified on a
show like American Idol. Just ask its key hairstylist, Dean Banowetz, who trans-
forms wannabe stars into stage sirens on a weekly basis. Not only does he have to
contend with contestants’ pre-performance jitters, he also must ensure that their
hair is perfect for each of the 15 camera angles. In addition, Banowetz is respon-
sible for styling the trademark blonde tresses of host Ryan Seacrest and judges
Randy Jackson and Simon Cowell. “When it’s live television, there are no second
chances,” he says.

A self-declared workhorse, Banowetz grew up the 13th of 15 children on a
farm in DeWitt, IA. He served in the U.S. Army and studied art at the Univer-
sity of Towa before attending cosmetology school in 1991. After beauty school,
Banowetz performed in regional dinner theater, worked as a North American
educator for Matrix Essentials, and owned and operated his own salon. But the
bright lights of Los Angeles were calling, so he left [owa to learn how to do hair
for movies, eventually landing a job at Extra styling Leeza Gibbons and Seacrest,
who was then a guest host.

When he’s not busy styling future pop stars, Banowetz is a spokesman for
Infusium and gives lectures at beauty schools on how to break into the entertain-
ment industry.“When you give education away, you get it back tenfold,” he says.
